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structures, social order, and cultural diversity. In the history of Iran, one of the less-explored
yet civilizationally significant pathways is the migration of Iranian groups to the Eastern
Roman Empire (Byzantium) and its consequences. Accordingly, the aim of this study is to
investigate the reasons and mechanisms behind the migration of Iranians to Byzantium
during the Sasanian period and early Islamic era, as well as its civilizational impacts. The
research adopts a descriptive-analytical method with a historical sociology approach,
relying on library-based sources. Findings indicate that during the Sasanian period,
migrations to Byzantium were primarily undertaken by members of the royal family and
military commanders. Some sought refuge in Byzantium due to internal structural conflicts
and political pressures within Iran, while others were transferred as prisoners of war.
Additionally, religious migrations were observed among minority groups, such as Iranian
Christians. Following the Sasanian period, the Arab Muslim conquest and the collapse of
Sasanian structures led to profound social and religious transformations, resulting in the
migration of groups of Zoroastrians and remnants of the Sasanian court to Byzantium.
During the Abbasid period, the suppression of movements such as the rebellion of Babak
Khorramdin triggered the migration or exile of a number of dissidents to Byzantium.
Furthermore, religious pressures imposed by some Abbasid caliphs on Christians prompted
another wave of religious migrations. Beyond mere population movements, the migration of
Iranians to Byzantium during these periods reflects structural tensions, power
transformations, and social resistance against prevailing orders.

Introduction

Population displacement, as a pivotal phenomenon in the historical-social analysis of
societies, has consistently garnered the attention of researchers and played a fundamental
role in shaping transformations in power structures, social order, and cultural diversity. This
phenomenon assumes heightened significance during critical historical junctures, such as
wars, political upheavals, or religious transformations. Within the framework of historical
sociology, population displacement transcends mere physical movement of individuals,
serving as a reflection of complex social, political, and cultural interactions in response to
specific historical conditions.

In the context of Iranian history, population displacements during critical periods—such as
the collapse of political systems or foreign invasions, notably during the Sasanian era and
the early Islamic period—can be examined as responses to structural tensions and social
transformations. One underexplored trajectory in this regard is the migration of groups of
Iranians to the territories of the Eastern Roman Empire (Byzantium), which occurred during
the Sasanian period and the early Islamic centuries, yielding significant civilizational
consequences.

These displacements, encompassing diverse groups such as royal families, military
personnel, and religious minorities, were driven by multiple factors, including political
conflicts, war-related captivity, religious pressures, or individual and collective motivations
to seek safer environments. This process was not only shaped by political and military
conflicts between the two empires of Iran and Byzantium but also by the relative appeal of
Byzantium as a space for reconstructing the identity and social status of migrants. Beyond
mere demographic movement, these displacements served as a conduit for cultural and
political exchanges between the two civilizations, influencing Byzantine military,
administrative, and cultural structures.

Despite the significance of this topic, Iranian historical sources have scarcely addressed it,
and comprehensive studies in this area remain limited. Drawing on library-based resources
and Everett Lee's push-pull theoretical framework, this article examines the causes,
processes, and consequences of these displacements, aiming to provide a multidimensional
portrayal of this phenomenon.

Methodology

The research methodology employed in this article is descriptive-analytical, incorporating
a historical sociology approach and grounded in library-based resources.

Discussion

The migration of Iranians to Byzantium during the Sasanian era and the early Islamic period
was a multifaceted phenomenon shaped by push factors in Iran and pull factors in
Byzantium. During the Sasanian period, internal conflicts, political rivalries, and religious
pressures, particularly on minority groups such as Christians, served as significant push
factors driving members of royal families, military personnel, and religious minorities
toward Byzantium. For instance, individuals like Hormizd, the brother of Ardashir, sought
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refuge in Byzantium due to political insecurities, while others were relocated as prisoners
of war. These migrations were not solely driven by political motives; religious minorities,
such as Christians, also fled to Byzantium during periods of persecution, notably under the
reign of Yazdegerd 1.

Following the collapse of the Sasanian Empire due to the Arab invasions, profound political
and religious transformations, including pressures on Zoroastrians and Sasanian elites,
triggered a new wave of population displacements. In the Abbasid period, the suppression
of movements such as Babak Khorramdin’s rebellion and religious pressures on Christians
further prompted the migration or exile of dissident groups to Byzantium. Byzantium,
owing to its longstanding rivalry with Iran and the Islamic Caliphate, as well as its relatively
more open religious and military environment, emerged as an attractive destination for
these migrants.

These migrations were not merely physical relocations but also reflected efforts to preserve
identity and social status amid fundamental changes. Iranian migrants, particularly within
Byzantium’s military and administrative structures, played pivotal roles, contributing to
military leadership and bureaucratic reforms. This process facilitated cultural and political
exchanges, leading to the partial integration of Iranians into Byzantine society. However,
these migrations occasionally resulted in social tensions, such as rebellions driven by ethnic
prejudices, highlighting the complexities of the migrants’ identity in their new environment.

Conclusion

The migration of Iranians to Byzantium during the Sasanian era and the first three centuries
of Islam was a complex, multilayered phenomenon that transcended mere population
movement, reflecting structural tensions, power transformations, and social resistance
against prevailing orders. These migrations, primarily driven by political and religious
dynamics, were shaped by push factors—such as internal conflicts, religious persecution,
and the collapse of the Sasanian Empire—and pull factors, including Byzantium’s
relatively open political and religious environment. During the Sasanian period, groups
from royal families, military personnel, and religious minorities, such as Christians, sought
refuge in Byzantium or were relocated as prisoners of war due to political insecurities or
persecution. Some of these migrants rose to high ranks within the Byzantine military,
contributing not only to its martial strength but also to processes of cultural and social
integration.

Following the fall of the Sasanian Empire due to Arab invasions, profound social and
religious changes, particularly pressures on Zoroastrians and Sasanian elites, sparked a new
wave of migrations to Byzantium. During the Abbasid period, the suppression of
movements like Babak Khorramdin’s rebellion and religious pressures on Christians further
prompted the migration or exile of dissident groups to Byzantium. These migrations,
involving political elites, military figures, and religious minorities, can be analyzed as
responses to structural instability and efforts to preserve identity and social status.

The consequences of these migrations were multifaceted. In the military sphere, Iranian
migrants, particularly Sasanian commanders and Khorramdin rebels, played a significant
role in bolstering Byzantium’s defensive and offensive capabilities. Their participation in
Byzantine campaigns, including those in Africa and Italy, underscores their global impact.
In the cultural domain, Iranian migrants enriched Byzantine culture by transferring
knowledge, art, and architectural and industrial techniques. Notable examples include the
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construction of monasteries by Iranian migrants and the influence of Sasanian bureaucratic
traditions on Byzantine administrative reforms. However, these migrations occasionally led
to social tensions, such as rebellions driven by ethnic prejudices, as exemplified by the case
of Theophobus, highlighting the challenges of identity integration within the host society.

From the perspective of historical sociology, these migrations can be analyzed through
Everett Lee’s push-pull theory, which elucidates the balance between push factors (e.g.,
insecurity, religious persecution) and pull factors (e.g., Byzantium’s political and military
opportunities) in shaping this phenomenon. These migrations not only facilitated cultural
and political interactions between Iran and Byzantium but also contributed to the
reconfiguration of collective identities and power structures in the region. Ultimately, this
phenomenon reflects the efforts of Iranians to reconstruct their identity and social standing
amid civilizational crises, leaving a lasting impact on the histories of both Iran and
Byzantium.
